Changes that may affect your wallet……


During November’s Board of Directors Meeting it was suggested that the late fees associated with delinquent dues be restructured.  With the advice of the association attorney, during December’s meeting it was voted unanimously that a $25.00 initial late fee be charged and an additional $10.00 per month thereafter until dues are paid.  This is in addition to finance charges that are already in effect.
